4. DISHWASHER INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

4.1. When positioning the dishwasher, place it in an area where dishes can be easily
loaded and unloaded.

4.2. Do not put the dishwasher in an area where the ambient temperature falls below
0°C.

4.3. Place the machine close to a water tap and drain.

4.4. Do not hold the machine by its door or panel to move the dishwasher.

4.5. Ensure the water inlet and outlet hoses are not squeezed or trapped and that the
machine does not stand on the electrical cable while positioning.

4.6. Adjust the feet so the machine is level and balanced. The machine should be
placed on the flat ground otherwise it will be unstable and the door of the machine will
not close properly.

5.1. Make sure that the water supply is suitable for installing a dishwasher. We
recommend fitting a filter to your water inlet supply to prevent damage to your machine

5. WATER CONNECTION
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due to contamination (sand, rust, etc.) from indoor plumbing. This will also help
prevent yellowing and deposit formation after washing.

5.2. Use the new water inlet hose supplied with your machine, do not use an old
machine’s hose. If the hose used for machine connection is new or has not been used
for a long time, run water through the hose before connecting.

5.3. Connect the hose directly to the water inlet tap. The pressure supplied by the
tap should be a minimum of 0.03 MPa and a maximum of 1 MPa.

8. WATER SOFTENING SYSTEM SETTINGS

8.1. The efficiency of the dishwasher depends on the softness of the tap water.
That's why dishwashers use water softener system. If this system is set up correctly,
the efficiency of the dishwasher increases.

8.2. For a good washing function, the dishwasher needs soft, in other words, less
calcareous water. Otherwise, white lime residues will remain on the dishes and the
interior equipment. This will negatively affect your machine’s washing, drying, and
shining performance. That's why dishwashers use water softener system. Therefore,
the softener system has to be refreshed so that it operates with the same performance
also during the next wash. For this purpose, dishwasher salt is used.

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9.4. Using combined detergents

10.2. Upper basket height adjustment

10.2.1. There are provided 2 levels of installation height for the upper basket. This
allows adjusting the ability to place items of different sizes in both baskets.

10.2.2. Removable wheels are provided to change the height of the basket
installation.

10.2.3. To change the position of the basket you need:

- Turn the rail stop clips, at the ends of the rails, to the sides to open them.

Cutlery and
utensils can also be placed on the racks
horizontally.

11.2. Switching on and selecting the program

Rotate the Program Selection Knob to switch on the machine and select a suitable
program for your dishes. When the Program Selection Knob is in the “Off” position,
the machine will not operate.

11.4. Starting the dishwasher

Press the Start/Pause button to start the selected program. The Start/Pause light will
switch off and the Wash light will illuminate.

If the door of your machine is opened during washing, the Start/Pause light will
flash and the Wash light will remain illuminated.

11.5. Display

The Remaining Time Indicator shows the duration of the selected program and the
time remaining of the program in operation. The Wash, Rinse, Dry and End lights on
the Control Panel indicate the status of the program in operation.

11.6. Delaying a Program

Before a program starts, press the “+” or “-” button on the Remaining Time
Indicator to delay the start time of a program for 1 hour up to 19 hours.

To change the delay time, first press the Start/Pause button, then use the “+” and
“-” buttons to select a new delay time.

To activate the new delay time, press the Start/Pause button.

To cancel the delay time, use the “+” and “-” buttons to set the time to “0”.




11.7. Half Load

Press the Half Load button to shorten the duration of the selected program, and
therefore reduce the energy and water consumption.

11.8. If an extra feature has been used, such as Delay or Half Load, on the most
recent wash program, this feature will remain active on the next selected program.

To cancel this feature on the newly selected wash program, turn the Program
Selection Knob to the “Off” position, then turn it to select a program. Extra features
can be activated with the newly selected program.

11.9. Child Lock

Simultaneously press the “+” and “-” buttons for 3 seconds to activate/deactivate
the Child Lock. When it is first activated, “CL” will show on the Remaining Time
Indicator for 2 seconds. When it is deactivated, “CL” will flash twice.

11.10. Changing a Program

Press the Start/Pause button. After the program stops, select the desired program
using the Program Selection button.

Press the Start/Pause button to start the newly selected program. The new program
will resume the course of the old program.

11.11. Cancelling a Program

Press and hold the Start/Pause button for 3 seconds.

While the program is cancelling, the Dry light will illuminate. The water discharge
process will start and continue for 30 seconds.

The End light will illuminate after a program is cancelled.

11.12. Switching the Machine Off

When the End light illuminates, turn the Program Selection Knob to the “Off”
position to switch your machine off.

11.13. When using the dishwasher, remember:
— Use powder detergent only for short programs.
— Short programs do not include drying step.
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— To assist drying, we recommend slightly opening the door after a cycle is
complete.

12. CARE AND SERVICE

ALWAYS DISCONNECT THE APPLIANCE FROM THE
POWER SUPPLY BEFORE CLEANING

| ATTENTION!

12.1. Cleaning your dishwasher is important to maintain the machine’s service life.

12.2. Oil and limescale may build up in your dishwasher over time. If this occurs:

— Fill the detergent compartment but do not load any dishes. Select a program
which runs at high temperature and run the dishwasher empty. If this does not clean
your dishwasher sufficiently, use a cleaning agent designed for use with dishwashers.

— To extend the life of your dishwasher, clean the appliance regularly each month.

— Wipe the door seals regularly with a damp cloth to remove any accumulated
residue or foreign objects.

12.3. Clean the filters (micro filter, metal filter, coarse filter) and spray arms at least
once a week. If any food waste remains or foreign objects on the coarse and fine filters,
remove them and clean them thoroughly with water.

12.4. To remove and clean the filter combination, turn it counter clockwise and
remove it by lifting it upwards (1). Pull the coarse filter out of the micro filter (2). Then
pull and remove the metal filter (3). Rinse the filter with lots of water until it is free of
residue. Reassemble the filters. Replace the filter insert, and rotate it clockwise (4).




ATTENTION! | NEVER USE YOUR DISHWASHER WITHOUT A FILTER.

12.5. Make sure that the spray holes are not clogged and that no food waste or
foreign object is stuck to the spray arms. If there is any clogging, remove the spray
arms and clean them under water. To remove the upper spray arm, undo the nut holding
it in position by turning it clockwise and pulling it downwards. Make sure that the nut
is properly tightened when refitting the upper spray arm.

12.6. Large food residues or foreign objects which were not captured by the filters
may block the waste water pump. The rinsing water will then be above the filter. In
this case:

- Take out baskets.

- Remove the filters.

- Scoop out water, use a sponge if required.

- Check the area and remove any foreign objects.

- Install filters.

- Re-insert baskets.

13. AUTOMATIC FAULT WARNINGS AND WHAT TO DO

F5 Pressure system failure Contact for service.

Make sure the water inlet tap is open and
FF Water inlet system failure water is flowing. Separate the inlet hose from

the tap and clean the filter of the hose.
Contact for service if the error continues.
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14. MANUFACTURER WARRANTY

14.1. The manufacturer guarantees correct operation of the dishwasher within 60
months from the date of sale through the retail network if the consumer adheres to the
rules of transportation, storage, installation, and operation.

14.2. In case of the absence of a sales date mark, the warranty period is calculated
from the manufacture date.

14.3. In the case of improper operation of the dishwasher within the warranty
period, the consumer has the right to warranty repair at the service centers, addresses
of which are indicated in the warranty coupon and on the website of the trademark.

14.4. When contacting the service, you should inform:

— Type of malfunction.

— Model of the device.

— Serial number (this information is indicated on the nameplate at the bottom of the
appliance).

14.5. Life span of the dishwasher — 10 years.
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
