2.12. Do not leave the hob while heating fat or oil, as overheated fat and oil quickly
catch fire. If they catch fire, do not fill the fire with water. There is a risk of burns!
Close the cookware with lid to block the oxygen supply to the fire, and turn off the
appliance (from the power supply and the gas supply system).

2.13. Do not allow the appliance to come into contact with cloths or other flammable
materials until all the components have cooled sufficiently.

2.14. It is forbidden to place flammable substances (alcohol, gasoline, etc.) near the
working hob.

2.15. Never use your appliance for warming or heating the room.

2.16. Place the dishes so that handles are not overheated and that it is impossible to
flip the dishes by accident by hand holding the knobs.

5.1. This section is intended for qualified technicians and contains instructions for
installing and servicing the hob in accordance with applicable safety standards.

5.2. Unpack and inspect the cooking hob. In the event of damage to the vehicle, do
not connect the hob and contact the retailer where you purchased the appliance.



5.3. The appliance must be protected from the possible harmful effects of the
environment. Do not place the appliance in contact with the sun, rain, snow, dust or
humidity.

5.4. The wall behind the hob must be lined with heat-resistant material (ceramic
tile, etc.).

5.5. The table top on which the surface is mounted must withstand a temperature
of 100°C.

5.6. Make sure the thickness of the work surface is at least 30 mm.

5.7. If the distance between the enclosures of wall cabinets is greater than or equal
to the width of the cooking hob, then the height of mounting of the cabinets must be at
least 420 mm.

5.8. When mounting the hood above the hob, the recommended height indicated in
the operating manual must be followed, but not less than the figure shown.
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5.9. Do not place the appliance directly above the dishwasher, refrigerator, freezer,
washing machine or clothes dryer.

5.10. If there is direct access to the underside of the appliance, a special barrier
(separator) must be installed under such underside of the appliance so as to close the
access but maintain air circulation.

5.12. Attach the supplied adhesive tape along the entire bottom edge of the hob. Do
not stretch the adhesive tape.

5.13. For secure mounting to table tops hob should use latches matched surface are
included.

5.14. When installing the hob above the built-in oven, it is important that the oven
is properly installed. The installation of the oven and the recommended ventilation
clearances must be strictly followed.

5.15. If an oven is installed under top, make sure the oven is equipped with a
cooling system.

6.5. The cooking surface must be connected via a safety device with the appropriate
parameters.

The switch must be in an easily accessible place.

6.7. The power supply should be connected in compliance with the relevant
standard, or a single-pole circuit breaker.

7.1. Choosing the right Cookware

1. Make sure that the bottom of your pan is smooth, sits flat against the glass, and
1s the same size as the cooking zone.

2. Always center your pan on the cooking zone.

3. Never place hot pots or pans on the surface of the hob’s control panel. This could
result in damage.

4. Always lift pans off the ceramic hob — do not slide, or they may scratch the glass.

7.2. Using the Touch Controls

1. The controls respond to touch, so you don’t need to apply any pressure. Use
the ball of your finger, not its tip.

2. You will hear a beep each time a touch is registered.

4. Make sure the controls are always clean, dry, and that there is no object (e.g. a
utensil or a cloth) covering them. Even a thin film of water may make the controls
difficult to operate.

7.3. Touch control

7.3. Switching on and adjusting cooking level

1. To switch the hob on, press the Start/Stop button. After power on, the buzzer
beeps once, all displays show «0», indicating that the ceramic hob has entered the state
of standby mode.

2. Place a suitable pan on the cooking zone that you wish to use. Make sure the
bottom of the pan and the surface of the cooking zone are clean and dry.

3. Touch the heating zone selection control.

4. Select a heat setting touching «-» or «+» buttons, or with Sensor-slider.

5. You can modify the heat setting at any time during cooking.

6. If you don’t choose a heat setting within 5 seconds, the heating plate will
automatically switch off and enter the state of standby mode.

7. By holding down either the «-» or «+» button, the value will adjust up or down.

7.4. Child lock

1. This function locks the controls to prevent accidental switching on of the hob.

2. To activate the Child lock function, touch the Child lock button. Then the control
panel is locked.

3. When the controls are locked, all the controls except the Start/Stop button are
disabled.



4. To deactivate the control panel lock, touch and hold the Child lock control for 3
seconds. You can now start using your ceramic hob.

7.5. Timer

1. You can use the timer in two different ways:

— You can set it to turn one cooking zone off after the set time is up.
— You can set the timer for up to 99 minutes.

2. Setting the timer to turn one cooking zone off:

2.1. Touch the heating zone selection control.

2.2. Touch the Start/Stop button, the timer indicator shows «00».

2.3. Set the time by touching the slider or the «-» or «+» buttons of the timer.

2.4. Touch the «-» or «+» buttons of the timer once to decrease or increase by
1 minute.

2.5. Touch and hold the «-» or «+» buttons of the timer to decrease or increase by
10 minutes.

2.6. When the time is set, it starts to count down immediately, the display shows
the remaining time.

2.7. When cooking timer expires, the corresponding cooking zone will be switch
off automatically.

2.8. If you want to change the time after the timer is set, you have to start from
step 2.1.

3. Setting the timer:

3.1. Adjust the timer setting by touch the «-» or «+» buttons. The minute minder
indicator will show in the timer display.

3.2. Touch the «-» or «+» buttons of the timer once to decrease or increase by
1 minute.

3.3. Touch and hold the «-» or «+» buttons of the timer to decrease or increase by
10 minutes.

3.4. When the time is set, it starts to count down immediately. The display shows
the remaining time

3.5. The corresponding cooking zone indicator shows «H» when the setting time is
be finished.

7.6. Residual heat indicator

1. The hob is fitted with a residual heat indicator for each cooking zone.

2. These indicators alert the user when cooking zones are still hot. If the display
shows «H», the cooking zone is still hot. It will disappear when the surface has cooled
down to a safe temperature.

3. It can also be used as an energy saving function, for example, to keep a dish
warm or to melt butter.



7.7. Use of extended heating zones

1. Sensor control panel: To turn on the extended heating zone, press the "-" and "+"
buttons at the same time. The extended zone is activated.

2. Sensor-slider control panel: Touch the heating zone control to activate basic
heating. Then press the Boost button to enable dual-ring mode for simultaneous inner
and outer ring operation.

7.8. Auto switch off

1. A temperature sensor equipped can monitor the temperature inside the ceramic
hob. When an excessive temperature is monitored, the ceramic hob will stop operation
automatically.

2. The hob shuts down automatically when you did not set cooking time, or if ever
you forget to turn off your cooking. The default working times for various power levels
are shown in the table below:

7.9. Switching off

1. Touch the heating zone selection control that you wish to switch off.
