6.1. This section is intended for skilled technicians and contains instructions for
installing and servicing the hob according to the current safety regulations.

6.2. To ensure the normal operation of the hob, as well as compliance with safety
regulations, the following requirements must be met:

- Room must have ventilation system, sufficient for the removal of combustion
products.

- Fresh air must be in the room for proper combustion. The inflow of air must be at
least 2 m3/hour per kilowatt of installed equipment.

- Liquefied gas is heavier than air and therefore accumulates below. Rooms, in
which liquefied gas cylinders are installed, must be equipped with external ventilation
so that gas can flow through it in case of leakage.

- It is not possible to install and store cylinders with gas in premises below the floor
level (in basements and semi-basements).

- It is recommended to keep in the kitchen only the used cylinder and install it away
from sources of heat (ovens, fireplaces, stoves, etc.) that can heat the cylinder to a
temperature above 50°C.

6.3. Gas hobs have an appropriate degree of protection against overheating of type
X, so they can be installed next to furniture, the height of which does not exceed the
height of the working surface.

6.4. The tabletop, on which the hob is installed, must withstand a temperature of
100°C.

6.5. The wall behind the gas hob must be lined with heat-resistant material (ceramic
tile, etc.).
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6.6. If the distance between bodies of the wall cabinet is larger than the width of
the hob, the height of the mounting cabinet must be not less than 400 mm.

6.7. If the distance between bodies of the wall cabinets is equal to the width of the
hob, then the height of the cabinets’ mounting must be not less than 530 mm.

6.8. In case of mounting the hood over the hob, you must adhere to the
recommended height, specified in the operating manual for the hood.

6.9. Dimensions of the hob and mounting hole are shown in the picture

6.10. For secure mounting of the hob to the tabletop, use the clips that are included
to the set of the hob.

6.11. When installing the hob over built-in oven, it is important that the oven is
properly installed. Follow the instructions for mounting of the oven and observe the
recommended ventilation clearances.

6.12. For safety reasons, electrical connections for the hob and oven must be carried
out separately.

6.13. Connection of the hob to the gas network must be carried out only by qualified
personnel (namely, specialist of the organization that has a license for the right to install
and maintain gas appliances) in accordance with applicable standards and local
regulations, after checking the conformity of the type of connected gas to that to which
the hob is configured (types of gas, on which the appliance operates, is indicated on
the plate located at the bottom of the hob).

6.14. When connected to the gas network, use transitive knees, fittings, hoses and
gaskets intended for connecting gas appliances. These products must comply with the
technical regulations and have a document indicating the date of manufacture, service
life and replacement.

6.15. The connection through a stiff tube (steel or copper) must be made in such a
way as to exclude the mechanical impact or pressure in any part of the gas surface.

6.16. For connection with the use of flexible gas hose to cylinder with liquefied
gas, it is necessary to connect the fitting-elbow to the output fitting of the hob (fitting-
elbow is included in the supply set). The gas hose is connected to the nozzle only
with the help of special fastening clamps.

6.17. After connecting the hob to the gas network, it is necessary to check all
connections for the presence of gas leakage, soaking the connection with soap solution
(bubbles on the surface will indicate the place of leakage).

7.1. The connection of appliance to the power supply must be carried out by a
qualified specialist, subject to the rules and regulations in force.

7.2. The hob has | class of electrical safety, and is designed for connecting to 220-
240 V power supply, 50 Hz.

7.3. Before connecting, it is necessary to check the conformity of electrical
parameters of the hob (required data is indicated on the factory nameplate placed below
the appliance) to the electric network.

7.4. The hob is equipped with network cable with plug. The socket must match the
size of plug and have ground contacts.

7.5. The socket must be in an easily accessible place for quick access to the plug.

7.6. If the appliance is not used for a long time, remove the plug from the socket.

- remove the grate;

- unscrew nozzles, using the appropriate
end-piece tubular key and replace them with
appropriate nozzles for a new type of gas
(included);

- place all parts in place by performing the
abovementioned steps in reverse order.

8.2. Upon completion of reconfiguration operations, it is necessary to change the
type of gas on the label on the bottom of appliance to the appropriate one.

8.3. If the pressure of used gas differs (or varies) from the one indicated on the
nameplate, a suitable pressure regulator must be installed in accordance with local gas
network standards.

9. REGULATION OF MINIMUM GAS CONSUMPTION

THIS OPERATION MUST BE CARRIED OUT ONLY BY
ATTENTION! QUALIFIED PERSONNEL, AUTHORIZED TO

9.1. In order to correctly regulate the minimum flow of
gas, it is necessary to:

- burn the burner;

- turn the crane to the minimum position;

- remove the knob and adjust the burner on a small stable
flame with the help of adjusting screw, located on the side of
the crane rod,;

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- check whether the burner does not fade when the crane is rotated from its
maximum position to the minimum.

When using liquefied petroleum gas, the adjusting screw must be twisted to
the stop.

The main air burner does not need to be regulated.

¥ 10.INSTRUCTIONS FOR USE AND CARE OF THE HOB.

10.1. Near each control knobs the position of corresponding gas burner is indicated,
as well as the symbols of minimum and maximum flame.

10.2. The flame of burner is regulated by the control knob, corresponding to it.

10.3 All cooking surfaces are equipped with system of electric ignition. To activate
the selected burner, you need to press the control knob, and turn it counterclockwise to
the maximum flame position and hold for a few seconds.

10.4 To turn off the burner, turn the knob clockwise until it stops.

10.5 If the burner flames fade, turn the knob to the “Off” position and repeat the
operation not earlier than 1 minute

10.6 To ensure optimal operation of the hob, you need:

- to use cookware according to the size of burners pursuant to the table

- to prevent the flame from falling outside the bottom of the cookware (it is
forbidden to place cookware on two burners at the same time).

- to use cookware with lids and even bottom.

- when the content in the cookware begins to boil, turn the burner control to the
minimum position.

10.7. Before starting cleaning or any other maintenance work on the hob, you must
disconnect it from electric network and cut off the gas.

10.8. Do not use abrasive detergents (e.g. rust preventers etc.), powder detergents
or sponges with abrasive surface: they can cause irreparable damage to the surface.

10.9. Flame spreader, cover of splitter and grate must be washed with hot water
and detergents (except abrasive), carefully removing dirt and scum, electrical ignition
must be cleaned neatly and regularly. These parts should be clean and dry, only to
ensure their correct operation.

10.10 After cleaning the hob, check that the gas openings are not clogged, dry all
parts thoroughly, and place them correctly. Due to improper installation of parts, the
hob may not work properly.

PERIODICALLY CHECK THE CONDITION OF THE
GAS HOSE AND, IF ANY DEFECTS ARE DETECTED,

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¥ 12. WARRANTY OF MANUFACTURER.

12.2. In the absence of mark on the date of sale, the warranty period is calculated
from the time of manufacturing.

12.3. In the event of improper operation of the hob because of manufacturer’s fault
during the warranty period, the consumer has the right to warranty repairs at service
centres, the addresses of which are indicated on the warranty card and on the website
of the trademark.

12.4 When contacting the service centre, please inform:

- Type of malfunction.

- Model of appliance.

- Serial number (this information is located on the nameplate at the bottom of the
device).

12.5 The service life of the hob is 10 years.
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
