5.2. Unpack and inspect the cooking hob. In the event of damage to the vehicle, do
not connect the hob and contact the retailer where you purchased the appliance.

5.3. The appliance must be protected from the possible harmful effects of the
environment. Do not place the appliance in contact with the sun, rain, snow, dust or
humidity.

5.4. The wall behind the hob must be lined with heat-resistant material (ceramic
tile, etc.).

5.5. The table top on which the surface is mounted must withstand a temperature

7.1. Choosing the right Cookware

7.3. Switching on/ off touch control

1. After connecting to main voltage, the control unit takes 1 second to prepare for
operation.

2. The control unit may be switched on by pressing the Start/Stop button. The
displays show a steady «0».

3. The electronic remains activated for 20 seconds. If there is no selection of
cooktop during that time, the electronic automatically switches to the stand-by mode
releasing a signal tone.

4. Turn the whole cooktop off by touching the Start/Stop button.

7.4. Switching on/ off a cooking zone

1. If the control unit is switched on, the required cooking zone can be selected by
pressing a cooking zone select button.

If the display
shows «H», the cooking zone temperature reaches a 60 °C. It will disappear when the
surface has cooled down to a safe temperature.

3. It can also be used as an energy saving function, for example, to keep a dish
warm or to melt butter.

7.6. Automatic parboiling

1. When automatic parboiling is activated for the cooking zone, the display will
show «A». When automatic parboiling is activated, the power of the cooking zone is
switched to 100 % for a period of time depending on the selected onboiling stage.

2. The automatic parboiling is activated after setting the power level 9, the «+»
button is released and then pressed again.



7.7. Warming function

1. A warming level between level «0» and «1» (with fixed power level 1,5%) is
optional possible.
