5.3. Check the oven for any damage, such as misaligned or bent door, damaged
door seals and sealing surface, broken or loose door hinges and latches and dents inside
the cavity or on the door. If there is any damage, do not operate the oven and contact
qualified service personnel.

5.4. Installation and connection of the appliance to the power network shall be
carried out by a qualified expert subject to the applicable rules and regulations.

5.5. Make sure that all the packing materials are removed from the inside of the
door.

5.6. This oven is intended for built-in use only. The appliance can be installed in a
60cm wide wall-mounted cupboard.

5.7. Do not cover ventilation slots and suction holes.

5.8. This microwave oven must be placed on a flat, stable surface to hold its weight
and the heaviest food likely to be cooked in the oven.

5.9. Do not place the oven where heat, moisture, or high humidity are generated,
or near combustible materials.

5.10. Do not operate the oven without glass tray, roller support, and shaft in their
proper positions.
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1. Glass Tray
1— 2. Roller Ring
3. Shaft

Install the roller ring and glass tray. Make
sure the tray rotates freely.

5.11. The appliance is fitted with a plug and must only be connected to a properly
installed earthed socket.

5.12. Make sure that the power supply cord is undamaged and does not run under
the oven or over any hot or sharp surface.

5.13. The socket must be readily accessible so that it can be easily unplugged in an
emergency.

6. MICROWAVE OVEN UTENSILS

6.1. Microwave cannot penetrate metal. Only use utensils that are suitable for
use in microwave ovens.

6.2. Microwave cannot penetrate metal, so metal utensils or dishes with
metallic trim should not be used. Metallic containers for food and beverages are
not allowed during microwave cooking. This requirement is not applicable if the
manufacturer specifies size and shape of metallic containers suitable for
microwave cooking.

6.3. Do not use recycled paper products when microwave cooking, as they may
contain small metal fragments which may cause sparks and/or fires.

6.4. Round / oval dishes rather than square / oblong ones are recommended, as
food in corners tends to overcook.

6.5. Narrow strips of aluminum foil may be used to prevent overcooking of
exposed areas. But be careful don’t use too much and keep a distance of 2.5 cm
between foil and cavity.

6.6. If you are in doubt as to whether or not the cookware is microwave safe,
following the procedure below:

— fill a microwave-safe container with 1 cup of cold water (250ml) along with the
utensil in question;

— cook on maximum power for 1 minute;

— carefully feel the utensil. If the empty utensil is warm, do not use it for microwave
cooking;

—do not exceed 1 minute cooking time.

Utensils you can use in microwave oven:

1) in microwave mode:

heat-resistant glass, heat-resistant ceramics, microwave-safe plastic dish, kitchen
paper;

2) in grill mode:

heat-resistant glass, heat-resistant ceramics, metal rack, aluminum foil & foil
containers;

3) in combined mode:

heat-resistant glass, heat-resistant ceramics.
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Utensils not suitable for use in a microwave oven:
1) in microwave mode:
non heat-resistant glass, metal tray, metal rack, aluminum foil & foil containers;
2) in grill mode:
non heat-resistant glass, microwave-safe plastic dish, kitchen paper;
3) in combined mode:
non heat-resistant glass, microwave-safe plastic dish, kitchen paper, metal tray,
metal rack, aluminum foil & foil containers.

7. COOKING TECHNIQUES

7.1. Arrange food carefully. Place thickest areas towards outside of dish.

7.2. Watch cooking time. Cook for the shortest amount of time indicated and add
more as needed. Food severely overcooked can smoke or ignite.

7.3. Cover foods while cooking. Covers prevent spattering and help foods to cook
evenly.

7.4. Turn foods over once during microwave cooking. Large items like roasts must
be turned over at least once.

1. When the oven first plugged in, beep will sound and the display will show SON
and “1:00”.

2. In the process of cooking set, broke about 20 seconds the oven will return to
standby mode.

3. During cooking, if press “Pause/Cancel” pad once, the program will be paused,
then press “Start/Quick Start” to resume, but if press “Pause/Cancel” pad twice, the
program will be canceled.

4. After ending cooking, the screen will display “End” with sound every two
minutes until user press any pad or open the door.

8.3. Setting the clock (this is a 24-hour clock):

1. In standby mode, press “Clock™ pad once.

2. Turn “Menu/Time” knob to set hour digit.

3. Press “Clock” pad to once.

4. Turn “Menu/Time” knob to set minute digit.

5. Press “Clock” pad to confirm.

* During cooking, you can check the current time of the clock by pressing “Clock”
pad.

8.4. Express cooking:

The oven will cook food quickly at high power (100% power output) for quick start
cooking program. In standby mode, just press “Start/Quick Start” once, the oven starts
working automatically at full power. During cooking, you can add the cooking time by
pressing “Start/Quick Start” (each press increasing for 30 seconds, and up to 10
minutes).

* During cooking, the current cooking power level can be seen by pressing “Power
Level” pad.

8.5. Microwave cooking:

1. Press “Power Level” pad repeatedly to select microwave cooking power level.
If you want to cook at 100% power level, omit the first step.

2. Turn “Menu/Time” knob to enter cooking time. The longest time is 95 minutes.
You can reset the power level by pressing “Power Level” and reset the cooking time
by turning “Menu/Time” knob.

3. Press “Start/Quick Start” pad to confirm.

* During cooking, the current cooking power level can be seen by pressing “Power
Level” pad.

30% time for microwave cooking, 70% for grill cooking.

1. In standby mode, press “Combi” pad once.

2. Turn “Menu/Time” knob to enter cooking time. The longest cooking time is 95
minutes.

3. Press “Start/Quick Start” to confirm.

* During cooking, you can check the current combination mode by pressing
“Combi” pad.

8.8. Weight defrost:

1. In standby mode, press “Weight Defrost” pad once.

2. Press “Weight Adjust” pad repeatedly to select food weight. The defrosting time
and power level are adjusted automatically once the weight is programmed. The range
weight of frozen food varies between 100 g and 1800 g.

3. Press “Start/Quick Start” to confirm.

* During defrosting program, the system will pause to remind user to turn food
over, and then press “Start/Quick Start” to resume.

8.9. Preset:

This function allows you to start a cooking program at an appointed time as you
like.

1. Set a cooking program (except weight defrost program).

2. Press “Preset” pad once.

3. Turn “Menu/Time” knob to set hour digit.

4. Press “Preset” pad once.

5. Turn “Menu/Time” knob to set minute digit.

6. Press “Start/Quick Start” to confirm.

* In preset mode, the preset time can be seen by pressing “Preset” pad, if press
“Pause/Cancel” pad when the display shows the time, the function can be cancelled.
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** After setting the preset program, except for querying the current preset time and
cancelling the program, no other operation can be performed.

8.10. Auto Cook:

For food or the following cooking mode, it is not necessary to program the time
and the cooking power. It is sufficient to indicate the type of food that you want to cook
as well as the weight or servings of this food.

1. In standby mode, turn “Menu/Time” knob anti-clockwise once, and then turn it
again to select food code.

2. Press “Weight Adjust” pad repeatedly to select food weight or servings.

3. Press “Start/Quick Start” to confirm.

*** The result of auto cooking depends on factors such as fluctuation of voltage,
the shape and size of food, your personal preference as to the doneness of certain foods
and even how well you happen to place food in the oven. If you find the result at any
rate not quite satisfactory, please adjust the cooking time a little bit accordingly.

8.11. Child Lock:

The lock prevents unsupervised operation by children.

1. To set the child lock: In standby mode, press and hold “Pause/Cancel” pad more
than 3 seconds, then a beep will sound, the oven will auto enter child lock mode and
the lock indicator light will turn on. In the lock state, the oven can’t be operated.

To cancel the child lock: Press and hold “Pause/Cancel” pad more than 3 seconds,
then a beep will sound and the indicator light will come off, the oven can be operated.
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¥* 9. CARE AND CLEANING

DISCONNECT THE MICROWAVE OVEN FROM THE

9.1. The oven should be cleaned regularly and any food deposits should be
removed. Failure to maintain the oven in a clean condition could lead to deterioration
of surface that could adversely affect the life of the unit and could possibly result in a
hazardous situation.

9.2. A steam cleaner is not be used.

9.3. Keep the inside of the oven clean. When food splatters or spilled liquids adhere
to oven walls, wipe with a damp cloth. Mild detergents may be used if the oven gets
very dirty. Avoid using spray or other harsh cleaners. They may stain, streak or dull
the door surface.

9.4. The outside of the oven should be cleaned with a damp cloth. To prevent
damage to the operating parts inside the oven, water should not be allowed to seep into
the ventilation openings.

9.5. Wipe the door and window on both sides, the door seals and adjacent parts
frequently with a damp cloth to remove any spills or spatters. Do not use abrasive
cleaner.

9.6. Do not allow the control panel to become wet. Clean with a soft, damp cloth.
When cleaning the control panel, leave oven door open to prevent oven from
accidentally turning on.

9.7. If steam accumulates inside or around the outside of the oven door, wipe with
a soft cloth. This may occur when the microwave oven is operated under high humidity
condition. And it is normal.

9.8. It is occasionally necessary to remove the glass tray for cleaning. Wash the
tray in warm sudsy water or in a dishwasher.

9.9. The roller ring and oven floor should be cleaned regularly to avoid excessive
noise. Simply wipe the bottom surface of the oven with mild detergent. The roller ring
may be washed in mild, soapy water or in a dishwasher. When removing the roller ring,
be sure to replace it in the proper position.

9.10. Remove odors from your oven by combining a cup of water with the juice
and skin of one lemon in a microwaveable bowl. Microwave for 5 minutes. Wipe
thoroughly and dry with a soft cloth.

9.11. If the light bulb burns out, please contact customer service to have it replaced.

Normal Operation of The Microwave Oven

When the microwave oven
with grill function is first used,
it may produce slight smoke
and smell.

This is a normal phenomenon, because the oven is made of a
steel plate coated with lubricating oil, and the new oven will
produce fumes and odor generated by burning the lubricating
oil. This phenomenon will disappear after a period of using.

Microwave oven interfering
TV reception

Operation of the microwave oven can cause interference to your
radio, TV, or similar equipment. When there is interference, it
may be reduced or eliminated by taking the following measures:
1. Clean door and sealing surface of the oven.

2. Reorient the receiving antenna of radio or television.

3. Relocate the microwave oven with respect to the receiver.

4. Plug the microwave oven into a different outlet so that
microwave oven and receiver are on different branch circuits.

Dim oven light

In low power microwave cooking, oven light may become dim.
It is normal.

Steam accumulating on door,
hot air out of vents

In cooking, steam may come out of food. Most will get out
from vents. But some may accumulate on cool place like oven
door. It is normal.

Oven started accidentally with
no food in.

It is forbidden to run the unit without any food inside. It is very
dangerous.
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* 11. MANUFACTURER WARRANTY

11.1. The manufacturer guarantees correct operation of the microwave oven within
60 months from the date of sale through the retail network if the consumer adheres to
the rules of transportation, storage, installation and operation.

11.2. In case of absence of a sales date mark, the warranty period is calculated from
the manufacture date.

11.3. In the case of improper operation of the microwave oven within the warranty
period, the consumer has the right to warranty repair at the service centers, addresses
of which are indicated in the warranty coupon and on the website of the trademark.

11.4. When contacting the service, you should inform:

— Type of malfunction.

— Model of the device.

— Serial number (this information is indicated on the nameplate at the bottom of the
appliance).

11.5. Life span of the microwave oven — 10 years.
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
