- T (tropical): this refrigerating appliance is intended to be used at ambient
temperatures ranging from +16 °C to +43 °C.

- ST (subtropical): this refrigerating appliance is intended to be used at ambient
temperatures ranging from +16 °C to +38 °C.

N (temperate): this refrigerating appliance is intended to be used at ambient

temperatures ranging from +16 °C to +32 °C.

- SN (extended temperate): this refrigerating appliance is intended to be used at
ambient temperatures ranging from +10 °C to +32 °C.
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4. USING THE APPLIANCE

4.1. Before use, remove all packing materials, including bottom cushions, foam
pads and tapes inside of the refrigerator; tear off the protective film on the doors and
the refrigerator body.

4.2. The appliance must not be located close to radiators or cookers.

4.3. The appliance must never be exposed to direct sunlight.

4.4. When positioning the appliance, ensure the supply cord is not trapped or
damaged.

4.5. Make sure the plug is accessible after installation.

4.6. Spare enough space for convenient opening of the doors.

4.7. There should be sufficient air circulation around the appliance, the lack of
which leads to overheating. The top space of the freezer shall be greater than 30 cm,
and the freezer should be placed against a wall with a free distance more than 10 cm to
facilitate heat dissipation.

4.8. Before using the appliance for the first
time, wash the interior with lukewarm water and
and all internal accessories with some neutral soap
so as to remove the typical smell of a brand-new
product, then dry thoroughly.

4.9. Before putting any fresh or frozen foods,
the refrigerator shall have run for 2-3 hours, or for
above 4 hours in summer when the ambient
temperature is high.

4.10. If the appliance is not level, the doors and
seal will not be covered properly. If the device is
not level, the door and the seal will not fit. The
appliance can be leveled using adjustable feet.

5. FOOD STORAGE

5.1. The freezer compartment is used for storing frozen food, freezing fresh food,
and making ice cubes.

5.2. Do not pick foods or containers with wet hands in the freezing chamber when
the freezer is running, especially metal containers in order to avoid frostbite.

5.3. Some products such as water ices should not be consumed too cold.

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5.4. To prevent cold air escaping from the unit, try to limit the number of times you
open the door. We recommend that you only open the door when you need to put food
in or take food out.

5.5. Always let precooked food cool down before you put in the unit. This will help
to maintain the internal temperature of the unit.

5.6. Fresh food should be divided into single portions before freezing.

5.7. Wrap and seal fresh food properly before freezing. The packaging should be
airtight and shouldn’t leak. Special freezer bags, aluminum foil, polythene bags and
plastic containers are recommended to use.

5.8. Keep raw meats/fishes in a container which is large enough to collect juices
and cover it properly. Place the container on the lowest drawer.

5.9. It is recommended to mark the freezing date on each individual package in
order to keep tab on the storage life and quickly get the right package out of the freezer.

5.10. Leave space around your food, to allow air to circulate inside the unit. Ensure
all parts of the unit are kept cool.

5.11. Do not store fresh food next to frozen food as it can thaw the frozen food.

5.12. When purchasing frozen food, make sure that it has been stored under
appropriate conditions and that the packaging is not damaged.

5.13. Do not purchase frozen food in the packaging with humidity signs and
abnormal swelling. It is probable that it has been stored at an unsuitable temperature
and that the contents have deteriorated.

5.14. Frozen food should be transported in appropriate containers and placed in the
freezer as soon as possible.

5.15. Always follow the manufacturer’s instructions on the package when storing
frozen food. Food should not be stored for more than 3 months from the date of
purchase, if no information is provided.

5.16. The storage life of frozen food depends on the room temperature, the
thermostat setting, how often the door is opened, the type of food, and the length of
time required to transport the product from the shop to your home. Always follow the
instructions on the packaging and never exceed the indicated storage life.

5.17. If the freezer door has been left open for a long time or hasn’t been closed
properly, frost will form inside the freezer and can prevent efficient air circulation.
Unplug the freezer and wait for it to defrost to fix this problem. Clean the freezer once
it has fully defrosted.

6.1. Dusts behind the freezer and on the ground shall be timely cleaned to improve
the cooling effect and energy saving.

6.2. Remove the food from the freezer, cover them and store in a cool place.

6.3. The upright freezer with a static cooling system must be defrosted manually:

- Remove the food from the freezer, cover them and store in a cool place.

- Never use sharp metal tools to scrape off frost from the evaporator as you could
damage it. You can use plastic or wooden ice shovel to eliminate the frost.

- Keep the door open and placing a basin underneath of the appliance to collect the
defrost water.

6.4. Do not use any abrasive cleaners.

6.5. Clean the appliance and the interior accessories with a cloth and lukewarm
water (2 tablespoons of baking soda and a 1 | of warm water). Do not wash accessories
in a dishwasher.
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6.6. After washing, rinse with clean water and dry carefully.

6.7. Clean the door gasket with a soft cloth dampened with soapy water or diluted
detergent.

6.8. Make sure that no water enters the lamp or other electrical components.

6.9. When you have finished cleaning connect the plug to the mains supply with
dry hands.

6.10. Condensation may appear on the outside of the unit. This may be due to a
change in room temperature. Wipe of any moisture residue.

6.11. LED light replacement

6.11.1. To replace any LED light, please contact the nearest authorized service
center. This replacement can only be performed by authorized staff.

6.11.2. The numbers and location of LED light may vary according to the model.

¥ 7. TRANSPORTATION

7.1. The original packaging and foam may be kept for future transportation.

7.2. Remove all movable parts (shelves, accessories, and so on) or fix them into the
appliance against shocks to prevent damages during replacing or transporting.

7.3. Always carry your appliance in the upright position. The inclination during
movement shall be no more than 45°.

7.4. Fasten your appliance with thick packaging, bands or strong cords when re-
transporting.

¥ 8. TROUBLESHOOTING

8.1. This noise during the operation of the appliance is considered normal:
—  Cracking noise occurs when the appliance is cooled or warmed (because of
expansion of appliance material).
—  Short cracking noise when the thermostat switches the compressor on/off.
—  Motor noise indicates the compressor is operating normally.
—  The compressor may cause more noise for a short time when it is activated for the
first time.
—  Bubbling noise and splash occur by way of the refrigerant flow in the tubes of the
system.

8.2. Please check whether the fault can be fixed yourself. If a problem persists after
you have followed all the instructions, please contact the nearest authorized service
center.

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¥ 9. MANUFACTURER WARRANTY

9.1. The manufacturer guarantees correct operation of the freezer within 60
months from the date of sale through the retail network if the consumer adheres to the
rules of transportation, storage, installation, and operation.

9.2. In case of the absence of a sales date mark, the warranty period is calculated
from the manufacture date.

9.3. In the case of improper operation of the freezer within the warranty period, the
consumer has the right to warranty repair at the service centers, addresses of which are
indicated in the warranty coupon and on the website of the trademark.

9.4. When contacting the service, you should inform:

— Type of malfunction.

— Model of the device.

— Serial number (this information is indicated on the nameplate at the bottom of the
appliance).

9.5. Life span of the freezer — 10 years.
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
